The address and core data in the CRIF database primarily originate from three
address brokers: AZ Direct, Compass Verlag and DPIT. Surprisingly, according to
CRIF, the data sources also include CRIF's own customers, including
telecommunications companies such as Magenta and Drei and insurance companies
such as Allianz.
